What is an academic portfolio and how do I use one?


To help in record keeping, organization, and ordering; parents are required to maintain an academic portfolio for each of their students*. This three-ring binder will house all of the academic information pertaining to the student. It will include:

1. The student’s basic information.

a. Name 

b. Grade

c. School Year

2. The students subjects/classes 

a. Tally Sheets

b. Tests

c. Projects

d. Papers

e. Grades 

3. Report Cards 

It is the responsibility of the parent to buy, set up, and maintain this portfolio. The academic portfolio will be turned in at the end of each card marking and will be returned with the next installment of materials.
